After five years of discussion and
planning, a new configuration of the
congregation of the School Sisters of Notre
Dame has resulted in the Milwaukee province
joining with  provinces from Mankato,
Minnesota, Dallas, Texas, and St. Louis,
Missouri to form the Central Pacific Province.
The name is a reference to the central United
States geographic location of the current
campuses, the SSND ministries in the western
and Pacific coast areas, and the sisters in Japan
and Guam. The inauguration day is Sunday,
June 12, 2011, on the day we celebrate the
feast of Pentecost. (Sr. Jane Mary has been
bl essed to be one of
celebration).  Attendance is limited due to
allocation of numbers from all four former
provinces. The new council will be present at
Elm Grove on June 15" before moving to other
areas of the new province for meeting the
sisters, associates and staff in those areas.

1. What is online giving?

Online Giving is a direct payment program whereby your contribution is debited automatically from your checking, savings or credit card account into
your churchodés bank account .

2. What are the advantages of Online Giving?

It makes it easy to fulfildl commi t ments of fi nanci a kheckstophprchrGivinge v e n
electronically also helps the church save money and improve its budget!

3. How are my contributions automatically deducted from my account?

Once you complete the online registration form, the contribution amount you specify will automatically be transferred from your bank account to the
churchés bank account .

4. When will my contribution be deducted from my account?
Your electronic contribution will be debited on the date you specify on the donation form.

5. If I do not write checks, how do | keep my checkbook balance straight?

Since your contribution is made at a pre-established time, you simply record it in your check register on the appropriate date. Electronic contributions
are recorded for you on your bank statement as well as your online reports.

Your bank statement gives you an itemized list of electronic transactions as well as your online reports.
