The Human Concerns Committee at St. Mary parish works 

to identify the needs of people in the parish and wider 

community, especially the poor, and attempts to match 

resources to meet those needs.  Providing guidance to 

parish outreach, discerning financial support for the 

organizations served and enlisting the active co-operation 

of parish members, this committee is responsible for 

educating and communicating social justice and other 

human concerns within the parish so that as many as 

possible can respond to Jesusô call to serve others.   

Perhaps Jesus is calling you to learn more about the 

Human Concerns Ministries within our community. 

Started in 1995 by the Capuchins, this ministry gives the Franciscan Peacemakers the 

opportunity to provide several ministries to the poor, to victims of violence and to other 

at-risk individuals.  St.  Mary volunteers provide lunches, consisting of sandwich, 

chips, fruit, beverage and dessert on the first Monday of the month.  Families make 

lunches and bring them to the east wing entrance of the Church between 5:00 and       

5:30 pm.  The Franciscan Peacemakers distribute lunches at various north side 

neighborhood locations.  Volunteer time commitment is 1-2 hours the first Monday of 

the month.
