If two readings are to be used, the     

family (in collaboration with the priest or minister) would 

select one Old Testament reading and one new Testament 

reading (or two New Testament readings) as well as a     

Gospel reading and Responsorial Psalm.  Non-biblical texts 

may not replace scriptural readings at Mass. 

 

 

OT - 1 

Job 19:1, 23-26 

 

Job answered and said:  Oh, would that my words were    

written down!  Would that they were inscribed in a record:  

that with an iron chisel and with lead they were cut in the 

rock forever!  But as for me, I know that my Vindicator 

lives, and that He will at last stand forth upon the dust; 

Whom I myself shall see:  my own eyes, not anotherôs shall 

behold Him; and from my flesh I shall see God; my inmost 

being is consumed with longing.¥ 

 

OT - 2 

Wisdom 3:1-9 (long version) 

 

The souls of the just are in the hands of God, and no torment 

shall touch them.  They seemed, in the view of the foolish, to 

be dead; and their passing away was thought an affliction 

and their going forth from us, utter destruction.

Old Testament  
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Other Considerations  

¥ Family members are encouraged to place the funeral pall 

on the casket at the opening rite of the liturgy.  The     

Funeral Director helps with this.  Christian symbols (such as 

a Bible or rosary), important in the life of the deceased, can 

be brought in and placed on top of the funeral pall. 

¥ Family members are encouraged to proclaim the first and 

second readings and the Prayers of the Faithful.  Copies 

of the readings and prayers will be provided by the Parish. 

¥ Family members are encouraged to bring up the               

Eucharistic gifts of bread and wine at the preparation time. 

¥ If any family members, relatives or friends are Eucharistic 

Ministers and wish to assist with the distribution of       

communion, please let the priest know at the preparation 

meeting or before the funeral. 

¥ A short eulogy may be given after communion.  The eulogy, 

as understood within the context of the Christian Funeral, 

should be a short (no more than 5 minutes) expression of 

how the deceased lived a Christian life, how that person was 

a witness to Christ in the world, how s/he lived his/her    

baptismal calling or vocation. 

¥ If your family is preparing a worship aid for the funeral, 

please contact St. Maryôs Prayer & Worship Office (251-

0220) for directions and assistance in following the funeral 

rite and the guidelines for music acknowledgements and 

copyrights. 

¥ All Souls Day ~ Every year St. Maryôs remembers the      

deceased members of the preceding year in a special Mass of 

Remembrance.  Your family will be invited to attend this 

special Mass where you will be asked to light a candle of 

remembrance during the liturgy.

For 

old age is not honored for length of time, or measured by 

number of years; but understanding is gray hair for anyone, 

and a blameless life is a ripe old age.  There were some who 

pleased God and were loved by Him, and while living among 

sinners were taken up.  They were caught up so that evil 

might not change their understanding.  For the fascination of 

wickedness obscures what is good, and roving desire per-

verts the innocent mind.  Being perfected in a short time they 

fulfilled long years; for their souls were pleasing to the Lord.  

Therefore He took them quickly from the midst of wicked-

ness.  Yet the peoples saw and did not understand, or take

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Gospel Reading 19 

John 19:17 - 18, 25 - 30 
 

Jesus carrying the cross Himself went out to what is called the 

Place of the Skull, in Hebrew, Golgtha.  There they crucified 

Him, and with Him two others, one on either side, with Jesus 

in the middle. 

Standing by the cross of Jesus were His mother and His 

motherôs sister, Mary the wife of Clopas, and Mary of        

Magdala.  When Jesus saw His mother and the disciple there 

whom He loved, He said to His mother, ñWoman, behold, your 

son.ò  Then He said to the disciple, ñBehold, your mother.ò  

And from that hour the disciple took her into his home. 

After this, aware that everything was now finished, in order 

that the scripture might be fulfilled, Jesus said, ñI thirst.ò  

There was a vessel filled with common wine.  So they put a 

sponge soaked in wine on a sprig of hyssop and put it to His 

mouth.  When Jesus had taken the wine, He said, ñIt is           

finished.ò  And bowing His head, He handed over the spirit.¥

John 15:9 - 17 
 

Jesus said to His disciples:  ñAs the Father has loved me, so I 

have loved you.  Live on in my love.  You will live in my love 

if you keep my commandments, even as I have kept my       

Fatherôs commandments, and live in His love.  All this I tell 

you that my joy may be your joy and your joy may be         

complete.  This is my commandment:  love one another as I 

have loved you.  There is no greater love than this:  to lay 

down oneôs life for oneôs friends.  You are my friends if you do 

what I command you.  I no longer speak of you as slaves, for a 

slave does not know what his master is about.  Instead, I call 

you friends because I have told you everything I have heard 

from my Father.  It was not you who chose me, it was I who 

chose you to go forth and bear fruit.  Your fruit must endure, 

so that all you ask the Father in my name He will give you.

My soul is deprived of peace, I have forgotten what happi-

ness is; I tell myself my future is lost, all that I hoped for 

from the Lord.  The thought of my homeless poverty is 

wormwood and gall; remembering it over and over leaves 

my soul downcast within me.  But I will call this to mind, as 

my reason to have hope:  The favors of the Lord are not ex-

hausted, His mercies are not spent; they are renewed each 

morning, so great is His faithfulness.  My portion is the Lord 

says my soul; therefore will I hope in Him.  Good is the Lord 

to one who waits for Him, to the soul that seeks Him.  It is 

good to hope in silence, for the saving help of the Lord.¥

Daniel 12:1-3 

 

I, Daniel, mourned and I heard this word of the Lord.  At that 

time there shall arise Michael, the great prince, guardian of 

your people;  it shall be a time unsurpassed in distress since 

nations began until that time.  At that time our people shall 

escape.  Everyone who is found written in the book.  Many 

of those who sleep in the dust of the earth shall awake; some 

shall live forever, others shall be in everlasting horror and 

disgrace.  But the wise shall shine brightly like the splendor 

of the firmament, and those who lead the many to justice 

shall be like the stars forever.¥

2 Maccabees 12:43-46 

 

Judas (the ruler of Israel) then took up a collection among all 

his soldiers, amounting to two thousand silver drachmas, 

which he sent to Jerusalem to provide for an expiatory 

sacrifice.  In doing this he acted in a very excellent and noble 

way in-as-much as he had the resurrection of the dead in 

view; for if he were not expecting the fallen to rise again, it 

would have been useless and foolish to pray for them in 

death.  But if he did this with a view to the splendid reward 

that awaits those who had gone to rest in Godliness, it was a 

holy and pious thought.  Thus he made atonement for the 

dead that they might be freed from this sin.¥

For everything there is a season, and a time for every matter 

under heaven: 

a time to be born, and a time to die; a time to plant and a 

time to pluck up what is planted; a time to kill, and a time 

to heal; a time to break down, and a time to build up; a 

time to weep, and a time to laugh; a time to mourn, and a 

time to dance; a time to throw away stones, and a time to 

gather stones together; a time to embrace, and a time to 

refrain from embracing; a time to seek, and a time to lose; 

a time to keep, and a time to throw away; a time to tear, 

and a time to sew; a time to keep silence, and a time to 

speak; a time to love, and a time to hate; a time for war, 

and a time for peace. 

What gain have the workers from their toil?  I have seen the 

busyness that God has given to everyone to be busy with.  

He has made everything suitable for its time; moreover, He 

has put a sense of past and future into their minds, yet they 

cannot find out what God has done from the beginning to the 

end.¥

John 14:1 - 6 

 

Jesus said to His disciples: 

 

ñDo not let your hearts be troubled.  You have faith in God; 

have faith also in me.  In my Fatherôs house there are many 

dwelling places.  If there were not, would I have told you 

that I am going to prepare a place for you?  And if I go and 

prepare a place for you, I will come back again and take you 

to myself, so that where I am you also may be.  Where I am 

going you know the way.ò  Thomas said to Him, ñMaster, 

we do not know where You are going; how can we know the 

way?ò

John 11:32 - 45 

 

 

When Mary came to where Jesus was and saw Him, she fell 

at His feet and said to Him, ñLord, if you had been here, my 

brother would not have died.ò  When Jesus saw her weeping 

and the Jews who had come with her weeping, He became 

perturbed and deeply troubled, and said, ñWhere have you 

laid him?ò  They said to Him, ñSir, come and see.ò  And    

Jesus wept.  So the Jews said, ñSee how He loved him.ò  But 

some of them said, ñCould not the One who opened the eyes 

of the blind man have done something so that this man 

would not have died?ò 

 

So Jesus, perturbed again, came to the tomb.  It was a cave, 

and a stone lay across it.  Jesus said, ñTake away the stone.ò  

Martha, the dead manôs sister, said to Him, ñLord, by now 

there will be a stench; he has been dead for four days.ò  Jesus 

said to her, ñDid I not tell you that if you believe you will see 

the glory of God?ò  So they took away the stone.  And Jesus 

raised his eyes and said, ñFather, I thank you for hearing me.  

I know that you always hear me; but because of the crowd 

here I have said this, that they may believe that you sent me.ò  

And when He had said this, He cried out in a loud voice, 

ñLazarus, come out!ò  The dead man came out, tied hand and 

foot with burial bands, and his face was wrapped in a cloth.

Peter proceeded to address the people in these words: 

 

ñIn truth, I see that God shows no partiality.  Rather, in 

every nation whoever fears Him and acts uprightly is        

acceptable to Him.  You know the Word that He sent to the 

Israelites as he proclaimed peace through Jesus Christ, who 

is Lord of all, what has happened all over Judea, beginning 

in Galilee after the baptism that John preached, how God 

anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and Power.  

He went about doing good and healing all those oppressed 

by the devil, for God was with Him.  We are witnesses of 

all that He did both in the country of the Jews and in             

Jerusalem.  They put Him to death by hanging Him on a 

tree.  This man God raised on the third day and granted that 

He be visible, not to all the people, but to us, the witnesses 

chosen by God in advance, who ate and drank with Him   

after He rose from the dead.  He commissioned us to preach 

to the people and testify that He is the one appointed by 

God as judge of the living and the dead.  To Him all the

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NT - 1 

Acts 10:34-36, 42-43 (short version) 

 

Peter proceeded to address the people in these words: 

 

ñIn truth, I see that God shows no partiality.  Rather, in every 

nation whoever fears Him and acts uprightly is acceptable to 

Him.  You know the word that He sent to the Israelites as He 

proclaimed peace through Jesus Christ, who is Lord of all.  

He commissioned us to preach to the people and testify that 

He is the one appointed by God as judge of the living and the 

dead.  To Him all the prophets bear witness, that everyone 

who believes in Him will receive forgiveness of sins through 

His name.ò¥ 

 

NT - 2 

Romans 5:5 - 11 

 

Hope does not disappoint, because the love of God has been 

poured out into our hearts through the Holy Spirit that has 

been given to us.  For Christ, while we were still helpless, 

yet died at the appointed time for the ungodly.  Indeed, only 

with difficulty does one die for a just person, though perhaps 

for a good person one might even find courage to die.  But 

God proves His love for us in that while we were still sin-

ners, Christ died for us.  How much more then, since we are 

now justified by His blood, will we be saved through Him 

from the wrath. Indeed, if, while we were enemies, we             

were reconciled to God through the death of His son, how 

much more, once reconciled, will we be saved by His life.  

Not only that, but we also boast of God through our Lord 

Jesus Christ, through whom we have now received           

reconciliation.¥ 
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Gospel Reading 13 

John 6:51 - 59  

 

Jesus said to the crowd: 

ñI am the living bread that came down from heaven; whoever 

eats this bread will live forever; and the bread that I will give 

is my flesh for the life of the world.ò 

 

The Jews quarreled among themselves, saying, ñHow can 

this man give us flesh to eat?ò  Jesus said the them, ñAmen, 

amen, I say to you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of 

Man and drink His blood, you do not have life within you.  

Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood has eternal life, 

and I will raise Him on the last day.  For my flesh is true 

food, and my blood is true drink.  Whoever eats my flesh and 

drinks my blood remains in me and I in him.  Just as the liv-

ing Father sent me and I have life because of the Father, so 

also the one who feeds on me will have life because of me.  

This is the bread that came down from heaven.  Unlike your 

ancestors who ate and still died, whoever eats this bread will

come to condemnation, but has passed from death to life.  

Amen, amen, I say to you, the hour is coming and is now 

here when the dead will hear the voice of the Son of God, 

and those who hear will live.  For just as the Father has life 

in Himself, so also He gave to his Son the possession of life 

in Himself.  And He gave Him power to exercise judgment,    

because He is the Son of Man.  Do not be amazed at this,   

because the hour is coming in which all who are in the tombs 

will hear His voice and will come out, those who have done

John 6:37 - 40 

 

Jesus said to the crowd: 

ñEverything that the Father gives me will come to me, and I 

will not reject anyone who comes to me, because I came 

down from heaven not to do my own will but the will of the 

One who sent me.  And this is the will of the One who sent 

me, that I should not lose anything of what He gave me, but 

that I should raise it on the last day.  For this is the will of 

my Father, that everyone who sees the Son and believes in 

Him may have eternal life, and I shall raise Him on the last 

day.ò¥ 
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NT - 3 

Romans 5:17 - 21 

 

If, by the transgression of one person, death came to reign 

through that one, how much more will those who receive the 

abundance of grace and of the gift of justification come to 

reign in life through the one person, Jesus Christ. 

 

In conclusion, just as through one transgression condemna-

tion came upon all, so through one righteous act acquittal 

and life came to all.  For just as through the disobedience of 

one person the many were made sinners, so through the       

obedience of one the many will be made righteous.  The law 

entered in so that transgression might increase but, where sin 

increased, grace overflowed all the more, so that, as sin 

reigned in death, grace also might reign through justification 

for eternal life through Jesus our Lord.¥ 

 

NT - 4 

Romans 6:3 - 9 (long version) 

 

Are you unaware that we who are baptized into Christ Jesus 

were baptized into His death?  We were indeed buried with 

Him through baptism into death, so that just as Christ was 

raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, we too might 

live in newness of life.  For if we have grown into union with 

Him through a death like His, we shall also be united with 

Him in the resurrection.  We know that our old self was    

crucified with Him, so that our sinful body might be done 

away with, that we might no longer be in slavery to sin.  For 

a dead person has been absolved from sin.  If, then, we have 

died with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with Him.  

We know that Christ, raised from the dead, dies no more; 

death no longer has power over Him. ¥
